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JumpStart Introduction 

JumpStart is a powerful visual FileMaker website creator.  Using a web based authoring system, you can drag- 

and-drop and point – and – click an amazing FileMaker powered website without writing ANY code in about 10 

minutes.   

I know that sounds too amazing to believe, but it is true.  A JumpStart generated site allows you to perform 

searches, create new records, delete records, display lists views and detail views.  Automatically sets up 

navigation for you, displays portals and even allows multi portal row editing with the click of a button.  

JumpStart also builds a complete login system for you, displays images from container fields and is smart 

enough to display values lists as check boxes, radio buttons or drop down lists.  Log out of the site with the 

click of a button. 

Download or Deploy, You Decide 

And, if that isn’t enough, JumpStart not only allows you to build your site in a matter of minutes, you can 

automatically download the completed site with the click of a button, or if you are a www.fmgateway.com 

client, you can simply name the site, and click “FMGateway Deploy” link, and the site will be available within 

seconds on FMGateway.  You will actually be able to see the website on your iPhone or Treo within 30 

seconds.

Welcome 

Welcome to the exciting world of FileMaker web publising.  You are about to begin an exciting journey that will enable 

you to quickly build FileMaker driven websites in a matter of minutes. 
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Begin by entering  your FMGateway user name and password provided to you by FMGateway when you set up your 

account.  Then click the “Login” button. 
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Once you have entered your account information you will arrive at the “New Site” page.  If you have previously 
created a JumpStart website, it will be listed under  “Previously Jump Started Sites”.  Sites listed here can be 
edited or downloaded again. 

 

Creating a New Site 

Step 1.  Give your website a name.  The site I created in this example is a realtor site, so I named it ‘iRealtor”. 

Step 2.  Give the host name where the database is hosted.  Example: mywebfolder.fmgateway.com 

Step 3.  Give the FileMaker user name and password set-up for the web account.  This must be a user with the 
‘fmphp’ extended privilige available to them. 

Step 4.  Press the “Submit” button 
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Selecting Layouts 

Once you have pressed the “Submit” button, you will be taken to the “JumpStart – Layout Selector”.  This is 

where you will decide which layouts you want to be displayed on the website.   

In the example below, I am dragging and dropping the “Homes” layout into the “Selected Layouts” area. 

Simply pick and choose the Layouts you want to add.  Once you are finished adding Layouts, you will need to 

decide what permissions to make available for each.

Permissions 

As you can see in the screenshot below, each layout contains several permissions that can be added or removed.   

By default, visitors to your site have the ability to view your website in list view, they can search your website, 

they can view details of records, they can add new records and even edit records and they can delete records.   

In most cases, you will not want to give visitors all of this power.  Be sure to decide what permissions you want 

to make available to guest that are visiting your website.

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Layout Customization 

Once you have decided what permissions to set, press the “Next” button.  This will take you to the “Layout 

Customization” screen.  Simply click on the “+” button beside the Layout to begin editing that layout. 
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Once you click the “+” button, you will see all of the fields, portals and value lists on that layout.  The exciting 

this is now you have the opportunity to make changes to each field on the layout. 

First, you can change the Label to whatever you would like.  You can decide whether you want that field to 

show up on the List view, whether you want your visitor to be able to search on the field, whether you want it to 

appear on the detail page, whether or not you visitor can add or edit records – you can even choose whether or 

not the field is read only or not.   

Just by pointing and clicking, you can control the dynamics of your website. 

Reminder:  If you are building the website for an iPhone or a Treo, you do not want to use a “lot” of 

fields.  You have limited space, so design your site wisely. 
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In the screenshot below, I am changing the field label from a lower case “firstname” to a more presentable 

“First Name”.

Adding Extras 
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JumpStart gives you the ability to automatically add you logo to your website and to place a bookmark icon on 

the main screen of your iPhone.  (In the picture on the next page, you can see the “iRealtor” log that I created 

for the example files as my logo. 

Adding a logo 

Adding a site logo is easy.  Simply create a logo for your website, the image should be no wider than 320 

pixels, and I would certainly watch the height as you don’t want it to take up too much of the screen space. 

Simply click on the browse button, and then navigate to where the icon is stored on your computer.  The file 

will be uploaded to the correct directory and display at the top of your website. 

iPhone Bookmark icon 

The iPhone bookmark icon displays on the main screen of your iPhone.  The image should be no larger than 57 

x 57 pixels.  This is a shortcut to your website.  Simply press the browse button and navigate to the image on 

your computer.   

Login System 

JumpStart will automatically create a FileMaker Accounts based login system for you.  FileMaker accounts 

must have the “fmphp” extended privileges. 

Once you are satisfied with your decisions, click “Next” to continue. 

 

 

Site is now completed 
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Now that you have finished setting up all of the specifics for your site, it is now complete!  You have a couple 

of choices now. 

Preview the Site 

By choosing this selection, you will be able to run through the entire site.  The website will have “ALL” of the 

functionality that you added to it.  This is a great way to test the site to see how it looks on your mobile device. 

Download the Site 

If you will be hosting your website yourself, you have the opportunity to download the site.  Simply click on the 

“Download the Site” link, and you entire site will be available as a zip file immediately. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

Quick Preview of a site 
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Below is the “iRealtor” website that I built for this example.  You can see my logo that I uploaded for the top of 

the page, and you can see that I chose to have a login routine set up for me.   

To enter the site, I simply enter my login information. 

 

 

The first page I come to is a list of links (these are the homes layouts and the prospects layouts).  The icons to 

the right give me the ability to view by list, to search, and to add a new record. 

To the left, I can either choose the “iRealtor” logo, or the home button to return back to the home page.  All of 

the icons and links are automatically generated for you and your website. 

 

 

Above the icons, I have the ability to logout or to choose which layout I want to visit from the drop down menu. 
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If I click on the “Homes” link, I am taken to a list view of all of the homes.  Here I have several options.  If you 

notice the row of icons to the right, I can view a detail of a specific record, or I can instantly edit a record. 
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I have selected to view the details of a single record.  The record below contains several different types of data, 

text fields, container fields and value lists.  The number of rooms field (#Rooms) is actually displaying the 

results of a radio button. 

You will see this in the picture below this one – as I choose to display the ‘Edit” feature. 
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In this image I am in edit mode.  I can edit as many fields as I want simultaneously and then simply hit the 

“Save Changes” button and all of the information will instantly be updated in the database.   

You may also notice a new icon at the top on this screen, the delete button.  I can simply click on that button to 

delete this record from the database. 
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This is a screenshot from the Prospects table.  As you can see below, Prospects includes a portal with images.  

You can actually edit multiple portal rows on the fly too! 

Take a moment to stop and think how powerful that is!  You are able to build a website in just a few moments 

that displays all of this information from FileMaker, makes it interactive, and you don’t have to write a single 

line of code! 
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If I wanted to edit a portal, I would simply select the edit button.  The fields unlock, and you can make instant 

changes to them.  If you want to delete a portal record, simply click on the box under the “X” heading.  The 

portal row will immediately be deleted. 

Simply select “Save Changes” when you are finished. 
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Logging out of the system 

When you are finished updating or viewing your website, you can logout by simply clicking on the “Logout” 

link. 

A dialogue box will appear confirming that you want to log out. 
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You have a choice! 

You have a choice as to what you would like to do with the website that you created! 

·  You can download the website as shown in the image below 

·  You can edit the site 

·  You can preview the site 

·  You can delete the site 

·  You can automatically launch it live at FMGateway 
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If you decided to instantly deploy the site at www.fmgateway.com you will be asked two simple questions. 

Question 1.  Do you want to add this site to an existing folder, or create a new folder for this website? 

Question 2.  If you decide to create a new folder, what do you want to name that folder? 

Click the “Next” button and watch as your website instantly gets uploaded! 
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Congratulations!   

Not only is your site ready and available on the iPhone but on the Treo and other mobile devices as well!
