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W hat is FMTouch? 

FMTouch is a software application that enables you to work locally or remotely with FileMaker 
Pro on your Apple iPhone or iPod Touch.  You do not need an internet connection; your 
relational data is live on your iPhone. 

FMTouch includes many advanced features and even enables you to work with related tables, 
layouts, value lists and portals.

FMTouch Features 

FMTouch has a very rich feature set with a number of new features currently in development.  
FMTouch enables you to work with multiple related databases, tables and layouts.   

With FMTouch you can easily add new records, edit records, edit portal rows, delete records, 
delete portal rows, delete a found set, sort records, find a single record, find all records, sort 
records ascending and descending, switch modes from find view to browse view to table view 
and use value lists.  Container fields, tabbing, repeating fields and merge fields are also now 
supported. 

Updating to the new version of FMTouch (Please read) 

Please before updating to the new version make sure you sync FMTouch with your 
database.  If you do not do this, the data might be lost if the database is of an older version. 
[If you are updating from 1.26 to 1.35 then your data will likely be safe]. 
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N ew Features in version 1.40 

Version 1.40 fixes a number of bugs that were reported in previous versions and includes 
numerous exciting updates!  The 1.40 Addendum with tutorials and instructions is located at 
http://www.fmtouch.com/addendum140.pdf.   

 

FileMaker Server Syncing (Currently Windows Only) 

FileMaker server sync enables you to sync with a file hosted on a FileMaker server.  The 
FileMaker file must be hosted on FileMaker Server Advanced.  FMGateway.com will offer 
special hosting for FileMaker users that do not want to purchase Server Advanced.  Learn more 
at http://www.fmgateway.com/fmtouch  

We have increased the sync speed by 40% and we have added more functionality to the sync 
plug-in.  For version 1.40 you will need to download the new plug-in from – 

http://www.fmtouch.com/sync.php  

One of the hot new features of FMTouch is the ability to perform a script before you sync and 
after your sync.  This is a very powerful feature.  The movie at our blog shows you just how 
useful this new feature is.  http://www.fmtouch.com/blog/fmtouch.html 

 

Perform Script – Additions 

FMTouch now supports Loops and “if ” statements. 

 

Container Fields 

FMTouch now supports syncing images in an embedded container field.  Previously, you had 
to tick the box that said to link the image as a reference.  Watch the how to movie on our blog

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Calculation Update 

Sum and auto-enter calculations are now working. A new Calculation Guide is available at:

Properly working calculations that are based on other calculations, equals, not equals, and or.  
We also added support for 15 other calculation engine functions. 
 

CSV Export Feature 

This great new feature that enables you to send found record sets as a .CSV file.  When sending 
an email you can now attach a CSV document.  Use the "send mail" script in your FileMaker 
database. You will be presented with several options in FMTouch, choose the CSV option to 
create a CSV record of your file - and email it as an attachment. Very cool new feature. 

 

Support for Aggregate Functions 

Sum and Count are now supported. 

 

Tabbing 

Field tabbing is now supported.  The tabbing does not support the field tabbing as set up in 
FileMaker.  Field tabbing finds the fields from left to right and then down – currently this cannot 
be overridden.  This part of FMTouch is being enhanced. 

·  Currently this does not reliably work within tab areas or layout objects 
·  Does not reliably work in portals 

 

Value Lists 

Improved support for value lists.  Value list properly sort now.  Custom Value lists are also 
supported now. 

1. Tap the field to bring up a value list 
2. Once the value list appears, double tap the field again – a keyboard will appear enabling 

you to make changes. 
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Voice Recording 

You can now record up to 3 minutes with FMTouch and save it into your container field.  Here’s 
how. 

1. Simply touch a container field in your FileMaker database a menu will open up giving 
you several options.  Select the “Play/Record Sound” option. 

2. Pres the record button to begin recording.  Press the stop button once you are satisfied 
with the recording.  You can then Save or delete the audio file. 

3. The audio file will be saved into the container field in your database and can then be 
synced with FileMaker 

           

New Sync Plug-in 

The new sync plug-in is both faster and it also automatically gives you your local IP address.  In 
this example the IP address is (192.168.1.138) 
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New Style Guide Available

FMTouch now available in multiple languages 

New Localized versions of FMTouch are now available for French, German, Spanish and 
Swedish.  (As we have greatly updated FMTouch localization is going to have to be improved.   
After we release 1.50 we will go through another complete localization revision)
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Requirements to use FMTouch 

FMTouch requires that you have either FileMaker 8 – 10. FMTouch requires a DDR or Database 
Design Report which requires FileMaker Advanced.  If you do not have FileMaker Advanced, 
FMWebschool has a FREE online service you can use to generate your DDR’s.  We have had 
nearly 10,000 DDR’s created using this new service.  http://www.fmtouch.com/DDR  

Note:  You will need to make sure that you have updated your iPhone to version 2.0 of the 
iPhone software.  http://www.apple.com/iphone/softwareupdate/  

FMTouch also requires a free FileMaker sync plug-in for the syncing process.  Both Mac and 
Windows plug-ins are available at http://www.fmtouch.com/sync.php   The current version is 
1.62. 

Languages supported by FMTouch 

FMTouch supports all of the languages supported by FileMaker.  FMTouch is fully Unicode 
compatible. 

FMWebschool is currently working on localized versions of FMTouch and the FMTouch 
manual.  This will allow us to release FMTouch in the native languages of many countries.  
Developers if you are interested in helping FMWebschool with documentation please email 
Stephen Knight at stephen@fmwebschool.com  

Currently these languages are supported: 

French, German, Spanish and Swedish (These languages will be updated again after our 
next release cycle of 1.50) 
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This section explains how to install FMTouch on your Apple iPhone or Apple iPod Touch. 

First, you will need to purchase FMTouch from the iTunes App store.  You can find FMTouch 
under the “Business Category” or simply search on the word FMTouch. 

From your iPhone, simply click the App store logo and press the search key. 

 

I nstalling, initializing  and using your first database on FMTouch.   

First things first.  FMTouch must be able to communicate with your FileMaker database.  So, 
before you begin using FMTouch you will need to make sure that the FMTouch Sync plug-in is 
installed.  The most current version is 1.62 and enables you to use new features in FMTouch. 
You can download the plug-in from - http://www.fmtouch.com/sync.php  

Without the plug-in, you will not be able to sync FMTouch to your computer. 

The plug-in needs to be installed in the FileMaker extensions folder.  The file paths for 
Windows and Macintosh are: 

Macintosh Path to install the plug-in in FileMaker 9 would be - 
Applications > FileMaker Pro 9 > Extensions 

Windows Path to install the plug-in in FileMaker 9 would be – 
C: > Program Files > FileMaker > FileMaker Pro 9 > Extensions 

Once the plug-in is installed, make sure that it is enabled by going to Preferences > Plug-ins and 
making sure the FMTouch_Sync plug-in is checked as shown below.  You will need to restart 
FileMaker once the plug-in has been placed in the “Extensions” folder. 
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Once you have confirmed that the plug-in is properly installed, you can connect to FileMaker 
Pro.  Now you are ready to begin using FMTouch. 

To begin, click the “FMTouch” icon on your iPhone or iPod Touch screen. 

 

You will see a sample FileMaker database already exists. 
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However, most of you will want to start by using your own database with FMTouch.   

Click the “i” button in the corner to go to the manage databases screen. 

 

 

 

The manage databases screen enables you to add and delete databases.  Click the plus button to 
add a new database.   

 

 

The Connect screen will appear.  This screen displays the computers to which you can connect.  
Connection can be made through the local Wi-Fi networking, or by obtaining the IP address of 
your local computer or by connecting to a FileMaker hosted file.  (FileMaker files hosted on 
FileMaker Server Advanced can also be accessed) Note:  You cannot sync or connect through 
the USB connection.  Apple Inc., does not give third party vendors access to the USB software. 

 

Note:  If there are no computers showing here please make sure the plug-in is correctly installed.  
If the plug-in is correctly installed please read through the “Syncing - Connection Section” to 
learn how to create a connection. 
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You will see that FMTouch will also prompt you to make sure that you download the most 
recent plug-in.  To get the FMTouch plug-in select the “Get Sync Plug-in” button.  

 

 

 

You will be presented with a link – http://www.fmtouch.com/sync  Download the FMTouch 
plug-in from the website.  The current version of the plug-in is 1.62. 
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Tap the name of the workstation upon which FileMaker resides.  (In this case it is Allyson’s Mac 
Mini) Then watch your computer for an alert message.  On the Mac, many times there is a 
Firewall issue - you can see the computer but cannot connect. Use your Mac to go to System 
Preferences then Security. Under the firewall tab you should see "Allow only essential services" 
or something similar, set it to allow all incoming connections and it will start working. 

 

 

An alert message will appear on your computer screen prompting you to make a choice as to 
how you would like to handle connections to your database.  The choices are “Allow Always”, 
“Allow Once”, and “Deny Access”.   

 

If you select “Allow Always” you will be prompted to enter a 4 digit security code into your 
iPhone.  This prompt will appear on your computer screen.  If you select “Allow Once” you will 
be prompted to enter a 4 digit security code into the iPhone each time you sync.  Remember this 
code as you will need to enter it into the iPhone. Then click the “Ready to Enter into 
FMTouch” button. 
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Once you enter the security code press “OK” and the connection will be established. 

   

 

Note:  The database name is automatically grabbed from your current database and inserted into 
the “Database Name” field.  However, if you would like to change the name, you can simply tap 
into the field and edit the database name.  You can name your database whatever you like. 
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Creating a DDR – Database Design Report 

Note:  If you do not have FileMaker Advanced we have a free DDR generation service. 

The next step is to create a DDR.  Let me take a moment to explain what a DDR is.  The DDR is 
a special XML document that FileMaker Pro Advanced produces which tells FMTouch how to 
reconstruct your database inside your iPhone or iPod Touch. This XML document contains all of 
the important layout information that FMTouch requires to generate the FileMaker database on 
the iPhone.  Important information such as field names, fields, layouts, tables etc… are passed 
via the DDR. 

Note: If you do not have FileMaker Pro Advanced, you can use our automated DDR generator 
online at http://www.fmtouch.com/DDR .  The DDR is very important as it passes along all of 
the information needed to build your database on the iPhone. 

Note: A help movie on creating DDR’s is available at - 
http://www.fmwebschool.com/movies/ddr_movie2/ddr_movie2.html    

Once you have created a name for your database you will need to create a Database Design 
Report or a DDR. 

Note:  If you add new fields, layouts or tables to your database, you will need to create a 
new DDR. 

Before you click the “Get DDR” button on the bottom of your iPhone screen, you must generate 
the DDR report.   
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Here is how to create the DDR report. 

Open FileMaker Pro Advanced and navigate to the tools menu > Database Design Report. 

 

 

 

The Database Design Report Dialog window will appear.  

 

Select the file from which you want to generate the DDR.  In this example “fmtouch” is selected 
under the Available files window.  Under “Report Format” section select the “XML ” radio 
button and deselect the “Automatically open report when done” checkbox.   

Next, press the “Create” button once you are satisfied with your selections. 
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Note:  If you have multiple files open, make sure only one file is selected.  I will cover 
adding multiple database files in chapter 3. 

 

Once you click the “Create” button you will be asked where you would like to save the file.  The 
decision is up to you; however you should make sure you are saving the file to a directory that 
will be easy to find.  For example, create a folder named “FMTouch_Tutorial” on your desktop.   

When you open the folder where you saved the DDR report, you will notice that there are 
actually two files.  You will not need the “Summary.xml” file.  This file can be deleted.  You 
will only be interested in your database “xml” file.  In the screenshot below, the file you should 
keep is the “fmtouch.xml” file. 

 

Now you can import the DDR into the iPhone.   

On your iPhone or iPod Touch, click the “Get DDR” button.   

 

  A screen will appear that says “Choose an Object”. 
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Browse to the DDR file that you just created and select it.  In the above example, the DDR file is 
“ fmtouch.xml”. Make sure it is your .xml file and not your .fp7 file. 

Note:  The DDR file must be under 10Mb.  If the file is over 10Mb please read the post on 
the FMWebschool forums discussing how to get your DDR downsized to under 10Mb.  This 
is vital for it to fit in the memory of the iPhone. 

The URL - http://fmwebschool.com/frm/index.php?topic=2650.0  

Your DDR may take only 1 or 2 seconds to load depending on its size.  If the DDR is larger, you 
will be able to see its upload stats in the progress bar at the bottom of the iPhone screen.   

 

Once the upload is complete, you will see the message “Ready to initialize database, click 
Initialize now”. 
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Click the “Initialize’ button.  As soon as the initialization process is complete, you will see a list 
of all of the layouts available.  

 

 

When the database initializes all of the available layouts will have checks beside them.  To 
deselect a layout, simply click on it.   
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Click the “Reinitialize” button once you have made your decision to apply the changes.  

 

The Reinitialize screen will appear. Click the “Reinitialize Database” button. 

 

Once this has been accomplished, click the “Done” button at the top of the screen, the database 
will now show up in the list on the “Manage Database” screen.  
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Click the “Done" button again, and you will see your database.  As you can see in the screenshot 
below, there are now two databases on the iPhone; the FMTouch example database that ships 
with FMTouch and the Fm2 database which was just added.

If you still have the sample database on your iPhone, and you have now added your own, you 
will have two databases.  You can scroll between both databases by simply swishing across the 
screen with your finger, or you can select one of the two dots that now appear at the bottom of 
the iPhone. 

 

 

 

Navigate until you see your database listed and click the “Open Database” button to open your 
database.   

 

 

When you first open your database, you will notice that it does not contain any records.  The 
database structure will be present on your iPhone, but it still needs to be filled with data.   
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Select the database that you want to use, and click the “Sync” button.  Make sure that the 
database is open on your workstation and that it is the foremost screen and is active.   

 

 

Note:  In order to sync with a file, it must be open in FileMaker Pro – it must also be the 
foremost screen or the active FileMaker database.  The file must be open and brought to 
the front of the window; if not, it will not say “Ready to Sync” on your iPhone. 
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Once all of the conditions have been met, click the “Start Sync” button.  The syncing process 
could take anywhere from a few seconds to nearly a minute depending on the amount of 
information being synced. 

 

               

Once the sync process is completed, select the “Done” button.  Click the Database name and the 
database will appear with all of the records added.  Congratulations!  At this point, your database 
is on FMTouch and is ready to be used. 
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I nformation on Syncing 

Syncing Problems – We have created several movies to help with syncing to the iPhone and 
iPod touch.  First read the special note below. 

FMTouch can only sync over the network (no USB access in the iPhone SDK at all), therefore 
it will work over Wi-Fi or potentially 3G if your router has port forwarding enabled for a remote 
external 3G connection. Both the iPhone and the workstation have to be on the same network to 
see each other and sync. 

Online Syncing Wizards and Help Movies 

FMWebschool has released a series of tools to help facilitate the syncing process.  All of these 
tools are available at the FMWebschool website; however we will briefly cover them here so you 
can access them immediately. 

 

Sync Wizard – the sync wizard is an online tool that will take you step by step through the 
process of syncing your database to FMTouch.

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Windows Users – quick guide for manually connecting FileMaker to FMTouch.  The Windows 
plug-in does not automatically advertise itself on the network. Therefore the iPhone cannot 
automatically see Windows FileMaker Pro instances within FMTouch at this time. Please use the 
"Manual Connection" option to connect to a Windows copy of FMTouch Sync. 

Step 1. Select the “Manual” button to connect. 

 

The “Manual Connection” window will open.  Type in your computers Host Address.  There are 
two ways to find your IP address.  If you are working with the most current version of FMTouch 
then you can simply navigate in FileMaker to Edit > Preferences > Plug-in. 

Click on the FMTouch_Sync plug-in in the list given so it is highlighted.  Your IP address will 
be displayed below. 
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If you are working with an older version of FMTouch, simply follow the directions below to get 
your IP address for Windows. 

Hold down the windows key and press the letter “R”.   

This will open the “Run” menu. Type the word “cmd” or “command”. 

   

A Dos window will open. Type the word “ipconfig” without the quotes into the window. 

 

 

Your IP address will be listed in the window.  In the list below the IP address for the computer is 
192.168.2.1. 
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Enter the IP address into FMTouch, and then press the “Connect” button. 
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A window will appear on your Windows computer. Select either Allow Always or Allow Once. 

 

You will be prompted to enter a security key.  Remember this four digit key and press the 
“Ready to Enter in FMTouch” button. 

 

Congratulations!  From this point on, you can follow through the user’s guide pages 9-19.  You 
are now ready to begin working with FileMaker on FMTouch. 

 

Some Quick Notes on Syncing and New advanced syncing options. 

 

Syncing Information - There are four main things to remember related to syncing your database 
with FMTouch.  First when you sync FMTouch sends any delete commands to FileMaker, so if 
you deleted any records on FMTouch that existed in the FileMaker database when you initially 
synced, those records will be deleted from FileMaker when you sync.  So FMTouch sends all 
delete commands first. 

Next FMTouch sends all of the edits that were made on the go.  When there is a conflict of edits, 
meaning - if you edited the record during the day in FileMaker Pro and then synced an edited 
record from FMTouch, FMTouch takes priority.  This means that any edits in FMTouch are 
synced back.  However if you have not touched the record and have not modified any 
information any changes made during the day in FileMaker Pro to records that were not modified 
in FMTouch were not affected. 

Once FMTouch updates all the records, it also inserts and adds any new records to your database.  
These records are just added in.  If records were added in throughout the day, to the very same 
database all new records that were added on the main database and inside of FMTouch are 
synchronized together and are mixed into one big list.   
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Once FMTouch has finished this, it looks at all of the updated calculations in FileMaker Pro – at 
all of the new records added during the day and pulls all of that data back, and you have a fresh 
synchronized copy of the database on FMTouch.  So the process goes in this order – FMTouch 
first sends the deletes – sends the updates – inserts any records and then synchronizes it all 
together. 

Note:   When you are synchronizing to a database it can be a hosted database.  The main thing to 
remember is that the database has to be open in FileMaker Pro.  FMTouch can be synchronized 
with a local database and a hosted database and you can even synchronize it with a stand-alone 
runtime solution as long as you have a DDR that matches the layout in that solution. 

So if you would like to distribute your solution you will need to include a DDR.  That way others 
with FMTouch can use your runtime solution. 

Note:  New with 1.40.  A FileMaker hosted file can be accessed via FMTouch.  You must have 
FileMaker Server Advanced with ODBC turned on, or you can use http://www.fmgateway.com – 
this FileMaker hosting company is already set up to host FileMaker ODBC clients to be accessed 
via FMTouch.  Learn more here – http://www.fmtouch.com/addendum135  

 

New Advanced Sync Options 

Advanced syncing features are now available as well.  You can now run a script Pre and Post 
sync.  Watch the movie here to learn more – http://www.fmtouch.com/blog/fmtouch.html  
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You can find this section after making a connection to your FileMaker pro client and before you 
start the sync. Simply select the “Advanced” button.  You will see a number of selectors, by 
default they will all be set to “On”.   

 

 

 

Send New Records – turning this off will prevent any new records created inside of FMTouch 
from being sent during the sync.  Please note, that after the sync, any new records will be deleted 
from FMTouch. 

Send Updates – allows you to prevent any edits from being sent during the sync.  Once the sync 
is complete all data will revert to the current state of FileMaker. 

Send Deletes – If this is turned off, any deleted records on FMTouch will reappear after the sync 
when they are downloaded from you main FileMaker database. 

Get Latest Data – This option will clear all of the database changes, clear all of the new records, 
updates, deletes and will re-download the data from your main FileMaker database. 

In most cases you will want to keep “Get Latest Data” on, and you may want to turn the other 
three options off.  If you do turn these off, any changes made on the iPhone will never be sent to 
your FileMaker database.  Your selections will be carried over between syncs. 
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Note:  There is also an advanced sync option.  This option will be discussed on page 57 under 
the container field section. 
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External File References (Movie is available under the movies tab on the FMTouch 

website) 

There are two main components when working with external file references.  The first 
component is the main DDR file which is the interface to FMTouch. This main file will include 
layouts, tables, relationships, value lists and all of the other needed things for FMTouch.   

The second component will also require a DDR file for every external file reference.  The DDR 
file for the file references needs to be minimal and only needs to included tables, relationships 
and value lists. 

First  create a folder where you will save the DDR’s.  You can name this folder anything you 
like; I have named mine DDR and placed it on my desktop. 

Begin by creating the DDR’s with FileMaker Advanced.  Select Tools > Database Design 
Report.  Both files should be open.  In the screenshot below, the two files that are being used are 
“Contact Management.fp7” and “fmtouch.fp7”.  

First select the main file from the “Available File window” in this example “fmtouch.fp7” is the 
main file.  In the “Include in report” section go ahead and select all of the options.  Select the 
“XML ” radio button under Report Format, and uncheck the “Automatically open report when 
done” checkbox. Click “Create”.  This will create two files in your folders.  In our example it 
will create “fmtouch.fp7.xml” and “Summary.xml”. 
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Next for the External File References database you will create a minimal DDR.  Deselect the 
main file in the “Available Files” window.  Make sure that the “secondary” file is selected.  In 
this case “Contact Management.fp7” is selected and “fmtouch.fp7” is deselected.  Then for the 
remaining external files, make sure to only select Relationships and Value Lists from the 
“Include in Report window. “  Make sure to select the “XML” radio button and to uncheck the 
“Automatically open report when done checkbox”.  Click Create. 
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You will be prompted with the message “Would you like to replace the existing file 
“Summary.xml” with the new one.  Click “Yes to All”. 

Open the DDR folder, you should now have two .fp7 XML files and one only two files.  

 

 

Once you have the main database file with all of its layouts and the external file with its minimal 
DDR data, you are ready to go into FMTouch and add the database.   

 

Click the “I” button on the “FMTouch screen 

 

 

Press the “+” button beside the “Manage Databases” text.  The computer where the sync plug-in 
is installed should show on your iPhone as in the screenshot below. 
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On your computer screen an alert message will appear asking you to if you want to allow this 
iPhone to connect to this workstation.   

 

 

For now, select “Allow Always”.   

 

You will then be presented with a 4 digit code, - press the “Ready to Enter in FMTouch” button. 

 

 

A keyboard will appear on your FMTouch screen – enter the four digits and press OK. 
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Next, you will be prompted to select your main DDR file.  This is the main file for the main 
database.  In this example it is “fmtouch.fp7.xml”.  

 

 

Select the choose button.   

Once you have done this, select the initialize button on the iPhone. 

 

 

Once this has been done, you will see all of your layouts including the layouts of the external file 
references. 
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Once you have the main database initialized, click the “settings” button. 

 

 

Next select “External Files” A list of all of the potential external files will display. 
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Select the file that contains the minimal DDR, in this example it is the “Contact Management” 
file.  You will most likely be asked to connect to the workstation where the DDR file is located.  
Select that workstation – you will then be prompted to select the DDR file that corresponds to 
this file.  In this case, “Contact Management.fp7.xml”. Choose this file.   

 

 

A check will appear beside the database selection on the iPhone. 
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Note:  If you ever want to remove this reference, or update the DDR for the external file, simply 
click on it and either replace the DDR or Delete the DDR. 

 

 

If you want to add external file references you will need to reinitialize the database.  Select 
“Reinitialize” Once completed, press the “Done” button. 

Once you have added the external file reference you will need to sync the databases.  When 
syncing remember to keep your main interface file at the very front – this means your main 
database file should be open and to the front of your screen.  All of the external file references 
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will be properly accessed through the interface file.  Click the “start sync” button.  Once the sync 
is complete, you will have all of the records from both your main database and the external data 
sources available to you. The screenshot below shows the record from the Contact Management 
file. 
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Database design 

There are many creative ways to develop databases for the iPhone.  It is important to remember 
that you are working with limited screen real estate.  Many individuals have discovered that 
creating layouts and databases designed for enhanced performance on the iPhone has greatly 
improved user experience. 

There is a wonderful Style Guide written by Andy Gaunt of FMPug at – New updated version

You certainly do not need to rewrite all of your databases, but you may want to begin developing 
solutions that would work better on the iPhone.  No one wants to scroll through 100 + fields on a 
mobile device.

What information is passed with the DDR? 

Many individuals have asked what information is actually passed in the DDR document that they 
are generating. 

The FileMaker DDR (Database Design Report) contains information about the database 
structure. The DDR file includes your tables, relationship graph, layouts, layout objects, scripts, 
as well as other database related settings. No records are included in the DDR, only the structure 
of the database holding them. FMTouch uses this data to recreate the layouts and data structure 
on your iPhone.  Any time you change your layout within FileMaker - the DDR must be 
regenerated and re-uploaded for the changes to appear in your iPhone.
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Becoming familiar with the iPhone navigation features 

 

Adding Records 

To add a record simply select the “+” button located in the menu bar at the bottom of the screen. 

 

Find Records 

To find a record, click the magnifying glass icon.  Enter the search criteria into any of the fields 
and then click on the “magnifying glass” icon again. 

 

Find All Records 

To find all of the records, simply double click on the “magnifying glass” icon.  This will display 
all of the records. 

 

 

Find Records  

Use the buttons to cancel out of a find, or to perform a find – instead of using the magnifying 
glass. 
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Delete Record 

To delete a record, simply choose the “trash can” icon from the menu bar. 

 

 

Delete Found Set 

To delete a found set of records, simply perform a find, and then click on the “trashcan” icon.  
You will be presented with a choice of options.  You can choose to delete the current record, or 
the found set of records. 

 

 

Delete All Records 

Simply double click the “magnifying glass to display all of the records in the database.  Click the 
“trashcan” icon.  You will be presented with a menu that allows you to delete all of the records. 

 

Table View 

To view your records in a table, simply click the “Action Sheet” button.   
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Select the “Table View” button. 

 

 

View a single record detail from table view 

While in table view, click the “Detail” button to view a single record.  This will display a single 
record. 

   

Locate a single Record 

To view a single record, simply click the “Action Sheet” button.   
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And then select the “Go to Record" button. 

 

Type the record number to which you would like to navigate, and then click “OK”. 

 

 

 

Duplicate Record 

To duplicate a record, click the “Action Sheet” button.   
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Select the “Duplicate Record” button from the pop-up list. 

 

Previous & Next 

Navigate through your records one at a time by selecting the previous and next arrows. You can 
also create your own previous and next buttons. 

 

Sorting 

While in table view, simply click the table header to sort the fields.  Click once for ascending and 
click twice for descending. 
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Deleting a Database 

From the “Manage Databases” Screen, select the database you wish to delete by tapping on it. 

 

 

 

The Edit Databases window will open.  Select the “trashcan” icon from the bottom menu. 

 

 

Select the “Delete Database” button to delete the database. 
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Delete a Portal Row 

Click into the portal row which you wish to delete.  The keypad will appear with a “Delete Row” 
button at the top.  Press the “Delete Row” button to delete the portal row. 
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Editing a Portal Row 

Simply select any portal row by touching it.  The keyboard will appear.  Make your changes and 
then either select the “Done” button or the “Return” button at the bottom of the keyboard.

To sync your database, simply click the “Synchronize” button. 
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Visual Modes (Browse, Edit, Table View, Single Record) 

Like FileMaker Pro, FMTouch includes several visual modes.  Normal viewing mode is browse 
mode.  There is an edit mode for editing records, a table view for viewing multiples records – 
similar to list view, and a Single Record view that allows you to navigate quickly to a single 
record. 

 

       

 

Calculations 

The latest version of FMTouch available is version 1.40.  There is a new online calculation guide

Scripting 

The latest version of FMTouch available is version 1.35.  We are currently working on 
expanding what we will be calling “button actions”.  Currently we have included several button 
actions that you will be able to work with.  Refer back to the end of the user guide under the 
FMTouch 1.30 Update section on page 54.  We have also added a new guide and sample file

Email Fields  (New features in 1.40 – allow attachments sending PDF’s and .CSV reports) 

Email fields are a very exciting new feature.  The Email field enables you to automatically open 
your email client just by clicking into any database field with a legitimately formatted email 
address. Ex. Stephen@fmwebschool.com 
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Number – Telephone Fields 

In version 1.23 and above, when you tap on any field with a numerical value, the keypad will 
appear displaying the number portion of the keypad.  As with emails, if a field contains a 
legitimate phone number, tapping in that field will automatically allow you to call that number.  
This is a great way to instantly call anyone in your contacts database just by tapping the field.  
SMS has also been added to this as well. 
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Web Fields 

Web fields work the same as email and phone fields.  Simply click any field with a correctly 
formatted web address and it will open in your browser. 

Ex: www.fmtouch.com or http://www.fmtouch.com  

 

Layouts 

To view your layouts on the iPhone simply click the button in the upper left corner.  You will be 
able to scroll through all of your layouts and select them from the scrolling list.  With button 
actions you can also add buttons to go to other layouts.  So this means you can add a button with 
a script attached such as “Go to layout – customers”. 
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Value Lists 

Click into any field that has a value list.  A list of all of the values that comprise the value list 
will appear in the scrolling window.  To change a value list just choose the one you want from 
the scrolling window and hit “Done”. 

 

 

Improved support for value lists.  Value list properly sort now.  Custom Value lists are also 
supported now. 

1. Tap the field to bring up a value list 
2. Once the value list appears, double tap the field again – a keyboard will appear enabling 

you to make changes. 

Example:  In the database below, the “Owner Type” field it she value list.  Simply tap that field 
with your finger and the value lists open (Company, Individual, Company and Individual). 

(Figure 2)  Next – double click or double tap the “Owner Type” field.  A keyboard will appear 
enabling you to edit the value list. 
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Figure 1.  Tap the field once   Figure 2.  Tap field again 2x to open keyboard 
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Removing FMTouch from the iPhone is a very simple process. First go to your home screen by 
pressing the home button. Next click the FMTouch icon and hold your finger on the screen until 
all the icons start shaking. You can now click the small "x" in the corner next to FMTouch to 
uninstall it. 
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Generating a Database Design Report (DDR).  FMWebschool has written an online application 
that will enable you to automatically generate a DDR.

Additional features added in 1.23 – 1.30 

One of the main updates added to FMTouch version 1.23 was the addition of checkboxes, radio 
buttons and repeating fields. 

 

 

 

 

The ability to set the database as read only is also a new feature in FMTouch 1.23.  Simply select 
the ‘i” button. 

 

 

Select the “database file” 

Select “Settings” and turn the “Read Only” toggle from “OFF” to “ON” 
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This setting turns the whole database into a read only database.  This means that buttons such as 
add a new record, delete a record will be grayed out.  All fields will also be read only in browse 
mode.  You will however be able to search for the data in find mode. 

Repeating fields   

Repeating fields are supported but only in FileMaker versions 9+. 

 

 

Basic GPS Support (GPS Engine Updated in Version 1.35) 
 
We are currently working with GPS and FMTouch.  Experimental support is included version 
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1.3.  Currently if you have a field with the letters “GPS” such as “GPS_Location”, FMTouch 
will grab the latitude and longitude of the location.  Currently the application has to be fully 
restarted to recognize the change in Latitude and Longitude – this feature will be updated in a 
future release.  New 1.35 GPS Movie - http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=Ywzt_M_gDcM 
 
 
Webviewer integration 
 
In this version the web viewer is experimental - it works, but might cause FMTouch to quit when 
changing layouts.  The fix for this has been implemented in version 1.30, so be sure to upgrade. 

New section is the “About” Screen. 

The new “About” screen displays statistical information about your database. 

Information such as your Database name, Last sync, and the size of the whole database is 
displayed on this screen. 

 

 

Container field support 

Container field support is a major update for FMTouch.  There are numerous ways that you can 
now add and sync images to and from FMTouch.  I will start with the actual iPhone first, and 
then I will cover adding images to FileMaker container fields directly and then sycning them 
with an FMTouch database.  I have also uploaded a demonstration movies at 
http://www.fmtouch.com/movies.php  

Inserting a camera image 
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To take a photo with your iPhone and insert it into a container field is extremely easy.   

1.  You will need to have a container field on your layout. 

2.   Simply tap into the container field.  You will be presented with a menu.  Select, “Take 
Photo”.  This will open the camera on your iPhone. 

 

3. Take a picture by selecting the green camera button.  This is the view outside of my 
office window. 
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4. If you are happy with the picture, select “Use Photo”.  The image will automatically be 
inserted into the container field in FMTouch.  If you are not happy with the picture, select 
the “Retake” button. 

 

As you can see it is extremely easy to insert an image into a container field.  At the end of the 
container examples I will discuss how to sync them with your FileMaker database. 

 

 

 

Inserting an iPhone screenshot into your FMTouch / FileMaker database. 

Many people didn’t even realize that you could take a screenshot of your iPhone screen.  To take 
a screenshot you will need to press the circular button at the base of the iPhone and the power 
button at the top of the iPhone simultaneously.  This will automatically save your image to your 
photo albums.  No need to worry, I will take you step by step through the process. 

1. Begin by pressing the top button and circular home button simultaneously as shown in 
the image below.  This will save the image to your “photo albums”. 
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2.   You can access photo albums by selecting the “Photos” icon on your iPhone. 

 

3. Now that you know how to execute a screenshot on the iPhone, let’s quickly add that 
image to your database.

4. Open a database in FMTouch and tap the container field where you want to insert the 
screenshot image you just took.  A familiar menu will appear.  Select “Photo from 
Album”. 

 

5. Select the image you want to insert by tapping on that image.  That’s it, the image will 
automatically inserted into the container field. 

 

Inserting a web image 

Inserting a web image is another technique that most people don’t know about the iPhone.  
Here’s an example of how it works.  Let’s say that you are creating a contacts database and you 
want to insert photos of the individuals in your database.  It just so happens that most of your 
contacts have pictures of themseleves online in several social networking sites.  This technique 
will enable you to quickly insert their pictures from the web into your FMTouch database. 

 

1. First launch your browser on your iPhone.  In the example photos below, I am launching 
google.com.  I’m going to grab the “Google” image and insert it into my container field. 
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2.  Once the page loads, take your finger and place it on the image that you want to add to 
your database.  You may have to hold it on the image for a few seconds. 

 

3.  A menu will appear below your image.  Select “Save Image”. 
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4.  This will save the image to your image library. 

5. Just like in the previous example, since the image is saved in your image library, select 
the container field in your database.  Select the “Photo from Album” button.  Navigate to 
the image you just saved. 

6. Tap that image and it will be automatically inserted into your container field. 

 

Inserting an image from FileMaker and Syncing 

Inserting an image from FileMaker into FMTouch is very easy. 

1.  Select the container field in FileMaker which you wish to sync. 

   

2.  Choose “Insert Picture…” make sure you select to “Store only a reference to the file”. 
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3. Click, “Open” and the image of your choice will be added to the FileMaker database. 

 

4. Next to sync this image with your database is very simple.  Select the FMTouch version 
of the FileMaker database to which you want to sync.  In this example I have the correct 
database open and to the front of my desktop.  My desktop version is “sample.fp7” and 
my FMTouch version of that same database is “sample”. 

5. Once I have the correct database, I can simpy press the “sync” button.  FMTouch will 
connect to my local database and then sync the new images to the iPhone.   

Note:  This can be done in reverse as well.  If you have images stored in FMTouch, you can 
easily sync those to FileMaker.  I cover this in advanced syncing later in this chapter. 
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Signature Capture 

One of the biggest request for FMTouch was signature capture.  Version 1.30 includes our new 
singnature capture feature. 

1.  Select the container field into which you would like to add a signature. 

2. A familiar menu will appear.  Select “Insert Signature”. 

 

3. A blank screen will appear.  Simply use your fingertip and begin writing. 

 

 

4.  Once you have a signature you are happy with, press the “done” button.  The signature 
will automatically be inserted into the container field. 
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Advanced Syncing 

The first time you sync images from FMTouch to your local FileMaker database, you will be 
asked to save the images in a folder on your desktop machine. FMTouch will save the images 
into a folder and then automatically insert them with the correct record into your local FileMaker 
database. 

1. Open the database on both your local desktop. 

2. Select the database you want to sync on your iPhone 

3. Press Sync at this time you will be asked to select a folder where you would like to save 
your images.  Select a folder and press OK. 

4. The syncing process will take place as usual and the images will be added to your 
database.  This may take anywhere from a few seconds to a few minutes depending on 
how many images you have. 

5. If you wish to change the location of the folder where you are saving your images, you 
can select the “Advanced” tab in the sync window.  The area to allow changes is located 
at the very bottom of the Advanced sync window. 
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Encrypting your database 

Encrypting your data is extremely important.  FMTouch version 1.30 + enables you to encrypt 
your data with 128-256 bit AES encryption.  This is extremely powerful encryption – so 
powerful it is used by the United States government. 

Here is how to encrypt and password protect your database. 

1.  Select the database that you would like to protect, but don’t open that database.  Select 
the small “I” or information button at the bottom right of the screen. 

 

2. A list of available databases will appear. Select the database from the list. 
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3.  Select the database you wish to apply encryption to from the list. 

 

 

 

4.  Choose the “settings” button at the top of the screen.  At the bottom of the screen you 
will see a section that says “Password and Encryption”.  Pres the “Password and 
Encryption” button. 
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5.  You will be asked to select an encryption type.  Choose “None” if you do not want to use 
encryption.  Choose 128bit or 256 bit encryption for high level security.  A quick note, 
using 256bit may cause your database to run a little more slowly. 

 

 

6. In this example I am going to choose 128bit Encryption. 
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7.  Once you select the type of encryption you wish to apply, you will be asked to set a 
password and then confirm this password. 

Note:  If you forget your password you cannot delete your database at this time.  Your choices 
are to either create a new database or completely remove FMTouch from the iPhone and then 
reinstall from the Apple App store. 

8.  Enter the password and the click “done”. 
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9.  Next select “Set Password”.  This screen may freeze for about 15-30 seconds while the 
encryption is being set up. 

 

 

10. A message will appear notifying you that the Password has been set. 

 

 

 

11.  Now, when you try to open the database that you protected, a padlock will appear.  In 
order to enter the database, you will need to enter your password. 
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12.  If you enter the wrong password, this screen will appear. 

 

 

 

13.  If you wish to remove encryption, simply return to the Edit Database menu and select 
“Password and Encryption”.  You will be asked to enter your password again. 
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14.  Select “None” from the “Encryption Type” menu.  It may look like nothing is 
happening, but after about 10 seconds you will be notified that encryption has been 
removed. 

 

 

Note:  After encryption has been removed, the iPhone at times caches the image of the lock.  
Once you open the database the image will be gone. 
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Orientation Lock 

Orientation Lock enables you to select the way you wish to display a database.  You can decide 
if you would like your database Vertical or Horizontal. 

 

 

1.  To set your database to vertical, simply select the vertical button.  Now when you rotate 
your iPhone the database will remain in vertical lock. 
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The database below has been set for vertical lock. 

 

 

 

Horizontal lock will cause the database to rotate to the horizontal position once opened. 

 

2.  Select the “Horizontal” button to set the database into horizontal lock mode. 
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The database below has been set for horizontal lock.

New Email Options – Send PDF, Send Attachments – Send CC and BCC 

The new email functionality was a big request from hundreds of FMTouch users.  In a nutshell, 
you can now set up numerous email clients within FMTouch.  Then using the Filemaker email 
script, you instantly create and send a PDF of a FMTouch record.  The new email feature also 
allows you to CC and BCC.   

If you are a home inspector or an insurance agent you can take a picture and file a report, and get 
a signature and send it as a PDF document to any email address. 

 

Setting up your database to email 

The first thing you need to do is to set up and email field on your FileMaker layout.  You will 
also need to add a button that runs the “SendMail” script. 
 

 
 

To create the SendMail script, add the button to your layout and then add then select the “Send 
Mail” script step, from the list of scripts.  Make sure you select the “Perform without dialog” 
box. 
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The “SendMail” Options window will appear.  Since you have a field on your layout, you can 
simply select that field as the “To” address by selecting “Specify FieldName”.  FMTouch 
enables you to CC and BCC from within the actual FMTouch application.  You can also add any 
additional settings you like here.  Once you have finished, simply click the “OK” button to save 
your settings. 
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Since you have made changes to your database you will need to generate a new DDR, if you 
need help with this, there is a great movie at http://www.fmtouch.com/movies to show you how 
to do this. 

 

Now we are ready for the exciting stuff!   

Below is a screenshot from a home inspection database.  As you can see it contains some text 
field, some container fields with images and signatures and an email address.  In just a few 
simple steps, we will send a PDF of this record – including the images and the signatures to the 
email address in the FileMaker email field. 

 

 

 

If this is your first time sending email from FMTouch, when you press the “send button” you 
will be asked to add an email account.  You will see a list of providers.  Choose one of the 
selections provided in the list to configure your email settings. 
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In this example, I will choose Gmail.  I’ll simply select Gmail to add an account. 

 

 

Once you select an email account to set up, fill in the appropriate criteria.   
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Below I have filled in the information for my Gmail account.  Once you have entered the 
appropriate information, simply click the test settings button to make sure all of the required 
information has been entered correctly. 

 

After the testing is complete, you will be returned to the Accounts screen.  Simply click the 
“Send Email” button.  You will be sent to the “Send Email” screen. 
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Enter the appropriate information into the fields.  Notice you can send a CC and send a BCC to 
yourself.  One of the great new features is the ability to send a PDF of the current record.  Click 
the Attach button to do this. 

 

 

When you click the attach button, you will be promted to attach a PDF of the record.  Simply 
click the “PDF of the Record” to do so.  If you do not want to send the PDF, select the cancel 
button.

The PDF area will show that there is an attachment.  You are now ready to send your email. 

 

Click the send button.  The screen may not appear like it is doing anything, but after a few 
moments, the email will send.  You will know that the email has been sent by the verification 
message. 

Simply press the “OK” button.  Your email has been sent.  If you sent the email with an 
attachment, it will show up in the recipients inbox with the text included in the fields and the 
PDF attachment. 

That’s all there is to sending an email with an attachment with FMTouch. 
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FileMaker Server Sync 

 

FileMaker server sync enables you to sync your database from anywhere in the world.  Server 
sync requires that you have the following. 

·  FileMaker Pro 8-10 

·  FileMaker Pro Server Advanced 9 or 10 with ODBC set up. 

·  If you do not have FileMaker Server Advanced, you can host your database files at 
http://www.fmgateway.com we have an automated ODBC service  and Server set up 
especially for FMTouch users. 

Note:  Currently Server Sync only works with FileMaker Server Advanced Windows version.  
We are working on a Mac Server version.  If you developed your files on a Macintosh they will 
still work perfectly hosted on a windows server. 

Note:  You must have FileMaker Server Advanced or use a hosting company with FileMaker 
Advanced.  That hosting company MUST have ODBC installed and enabled.  
http://www.fmgateway.com has set up special servers for FMTouch users.  We have an 
automated ODBC manager already configured. 

 

To begin server syncing, you need to make sure your database is properly configured to work 
with ODBC. 

Instead of typing out step-by-step details, I have created a custom movie that will show you how 
to configure FileMaker and upload your file to your FileMaker server.

Next Server Syncing with the iPhone 

Once you have the database on your iPhone and hosted, you can now sync with FileMaker 
Server.  In this example I will be syncing my “MW_Contacts” database. 
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Begin by selecting the “Sync” button at the bottom of the screen. 

 

 

Select the “ODBC” button. 
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The ODBC Connection screen will appear. 

Step 1.  Enter the Host Address to the server where your FileMaker file is hosted. 

Step2.  Select either HTTP or HTTPS 

Step3.  Next click into the “DSN Name” field. 

 

When you click into this field a scroller will appear.  Select your database. 
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Step 4.  Enter your username 

Step 5.  Enter your password – There is a special option to remember your password. 

Step 6.  Once all of this information is entered, press the connect button. 

 

 

FMTouch will begin the process of connecting.  First it will retrieve the Table Names. 
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Next, it will begin the syncing process of all of the tables.  This may take some time depending 
on the amount of records and graphics you are syncing. 

 

 

Once FMTouch is finished syncing, it will give you the message “Sync Complete”.  Click the 
“Done” button. 
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You will be returned to your database screen.  Click the “Open Database” button to open your 
newly synced file. 

 

 

Your database will now reflect the new changes.  That’s all there is to syncing your file with 
FileMaker Server Advanced.  Movies on syncing can be found at

FMTouch version 1.40 is our most exciting release yet. We have greatly improved the core 
functionality of the product and added some great new features.  Below I will review the new 
features available in 1.40. 

 

FileMaker Server Syncing (Currently Windows Only) 

FileMaker server sync enables you to sync with a file hosted on a FileMaker server.  The 
FileMaker file must be hosted on FileMaker Server Advanced.  FMGateway.com will offer 
special hosting for FileMaker users that do not want to purchase Server Advanced.  Learn more 
at http://www.fmgateway.com/fmtouch  

We have increased the sync speed by 40% and we have added more functionality to the sync 
plug-in.

CSV Export Feature 

This great new feature that enables you to send found record sets as a .CSV file.  When sending 
an email you can now attach a CSV document.  Use the "send mail" script in your FileMaker 
database. You will be presented with several options in FMTouch, choose the CSV option to 
create a CSV record of your file - and email it as an attachment.

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Tabbing 

Field tabbing is now supported.  The tabbing does not support the field tabbing as set up in 
FileMaker.  Field tabbing finds the fields from left to right and then down – currently this cannot 
be overridden.  This part of FMTouch is being enhanced. 

·  Currently this does not reliably work within tab areas or layout objects 
·  Does not reliably work in portals 

 

Value Lists 

Improved support for value lists.  Value list properly sort now.  Custom Value lists are also 
supported now. 

3. Tap the field to bring up a value list 
4. Once the value list appears, double tap the field again – a keyboard will appear enabling 

you to make changes. 

Example:  In the database below, the “Owner Type” field it she value list.  Simply tap that field 
with your finger and the value lists open (Company, Individual, Company and Individual). 

(Figure 2)  Next – double click or double tap the “Owner Type” field.  A keyboard will appear 
enabling you to edit the value list.

Voice Recording 

You can now record up to 3 minutes with FMTouch and save it into your container field.  Here’s 
how. 

4. Simply touch a container field in your FileMaker database a menu will open up giving 
you several options.  Select the “Play/Record Sound” option. 

5. Pres the record button to begin recording.  Press the stop button once you are satisfied 
with the recording.  You can then Save or delete the audio file. 

6. The audio file will be saved into the container field in your database and can then be 
synced with FileMaker
